Sponsorship 
This flowchart summarises the NZ Dental Industry Code of Practice’s provisions on sponsoring an event.   It 
should be read in conjunction with the Code.    
 
 Is the event a conference or meeting sponsored or conducted by or on behalf of a Professional 

Association or a Training Organisation with a genuine educational purpose or function? 

ls the conference organised independently of industry (i.e Conference Organiser controls the 
program content, Faculty members, educational methods and materials)? 

ls the conference primarily dedicated to promoting objective medical, scientific and educational 
activities and discourse?*  
*Education should be the dominant focus of the event in terms of time and content 

 

Is the sponsorship or grant consistent with any guidelines established by the Conference 
Organiser and made in such a way that it won’t give rise to or facilitate any Breach of the Code? 

ls the sponsorship or grant being provided for one of the following purposes: 
· reducing overall conference costs 
· providing for attendance by a Dental Professional (in which case the Conference Organiser 
must select the recipient(s) and make and pay for all travel and accommodation for recipients) 
· providing a reasonable honorarium, travel, lodging and Hospitality expenses for a Faculty 
Member (in which case the Conference Organiser must select recipient and make and pay for all 
travel and accommodation)? 

Is the sponsorship or grant proportionate to the overall cost of the conference? 

Is the sponsorship or grant conditional on any obligation to or by the recipient? 

Is the sponsorship or grant free from any conditions that would interfere with the independence 
or professional obligations of Dental Professional? 
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The conference can be 
sponsored under the Code.
